Your time and experience is wanted by high school
students with disabilities who will be participating in a
national career exploration program to be held
Wednesday, October 20, 2010. Disability Mentoring
Day entails high school students with disabilities
spending 3-4 hours at a local workplace with a mentor
who provides a tour of the organization/business,
discusses job responsibilities and required skills and
education, and allows the student to get involved in the
work. If you know someone who would be willing to
share half a day, please promote DMD!

Similarly, high school students, their parents and
teachers are encouraged to register early and work
with the Center’'s DMD Coordinator, Kelly McKenzie, to
share their career interests and wish list of jobs for
which they’d like to learn and share hands-on
experiences in the workplace.

Summer is a great time to sign on to participate in
Disability Mentoring Day! There is a great amount of
planning and preparation required long before the
October 20 event in order to match students with
workplace mentors to make for a win-win experience.
The Center provides recommendations to mentors on
how to create a great experience for the student, and
also works closely with the participating schools to
place students in the workplace that most suits their
interests.
